[ 9 ]  Resolved: that the 242nd Diocesan Convention of the Episcopal Diocese of New York agree to continue to participate in Diocesan conversations in work groups, blogs and podcasts, that will, over time, result in a permanent change in the way in which our Diocese follows the path of Jesus; and further
[ 10 ] Resolved: that the findings of all of our studies be used as the basis for a formal act of 
apology in 2020 by the Episcopal Diocese of New York

Amendment subsequent to the discussion of resolution on “Addressing Next Steps After Lamentations” - Adopted

Parishes of the Diocese whose initial or current buildings were built by slavery or made possible through the wealth acquired through the slave trade, place plaques on the outside of their buildings, acknowledging and apologizing for our complicity in the sin of slavery and the exploitation of our brothers and sisters in Christ.  And furthermore, that the research required to complete this work and the plaques themselves be reported to the Diocesan Convention of 2020.
