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Preface

Dear Members of the Episcopal Diocese of New York,

“There was never anything so carefully devised or so surely established, which could not
be rendered more perfect by the added insight of many.”

Thus began the Preface for the revision of the Liturgy of the Hours, a.k.a. the Daily
Offices, by Cardinal Francisco de Quinones in 1536. As Prayers for all People is released
for this one year trial period, we seek to widen the circle of participation to include all
the baptized in our diocese. We invite you to pray the Offices with us, to “read, mark,
learn and inwardly digest them,” to quote Thomas Cranmer’s famous collect, and to
send the Diocesan Liturgy Committee your thoughts, concerns and suggested edits
(licurgyfeedback@dioceseny.org), so that this that this new revision of the Daily Offices

might similarly benefit from “the added insight of many.”

Prayers for All People is a revision of Morning and Evening Prayer in the 1979 Prayer
Book that attempts to stay as close as possible to the Book of Common Prayer, while also
providing both more inclusive and, in reference to God, more expansive language. By
employing the these terms we have established four broad principles:

1. We have sought greater gender balance, primarily through radically reducing male
gendered language for God, and also in regards to masculine power language such
as “king,” which has been replaced with the less exclusive term “sovereign.”

2. Where gender balance was not possible, we created a higher level of gender
neutrality by removing any gender reference in a particular verse.

3. Some verses were gender balanced but in a way that excludes transgender and/or
non-binary people. In such cases “sons and daughters” has become “children”
and “fathers and mothers” has become “parents,” in order to create space to
include everyone.

4. Gendered language for God has been expanded through the inclusion of
numerous canticles from Enriching Our Worship I, along with an alternative
version of the Lord’s Prayer from A Prayer Book for New Zealand. We have not
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altered the language of these texts because the copyright permission we received
covers use only and not alteration.

There have been previous excellent attempts to create inclusive language worship texts,
many of which have been consulted for this work, but these Offices may be unique in
three ways: by how close we stay to the *79 Psalter; by our continued use of the word
“Lord” and how we employ it (see below); and by principle 3 above. We hope that these
Offices will continue the forward movement of understanding both what it means to be
Prayer Book Christians, and in discerning all that is included in being inclusive and
expansive.

The occasion that prompted this new effort was the Episcopal Church’s General
Convention in 2018, at which a resolution was passed that ushered in a new era of
liturgical renewal. Resolution A068 includes a wide range of concerns for this new era,
including that “our liturgical revision utilize inclusive and expansive language and
imagery for humanity and divinity.” It seemed that the exclusively male language for
God in the Offices of the 1979 Prayer Book is one the most immediate needs for Prayer
Book revision; therefore Prayers for All People has implemented the above principles in
following ways:

1. All male pronouns for God have been removed.

2. The word “Lord” was retained because, while its origins are based in male power,
the term also has a long history where it came to be used to speak of the Godhead
generally. Due to the gendered nature of ancient Hebrew (there is no neuter in
ancient Hebrew), it is not possible to completely eradicate gendered language, so
as revisers we are always striving for considerable improvement rather than
complete victory. For example, both Elobim (God) and Adonai (Lord) are
masculine terms in Hebrew. While some have thought it best to remove “Lord,”
we made a decision to use it as synonymous with God, knowing that both are
masculine terms but that “Lord” is more inclusive than “he.” We also found it
helpful to often use “God” and “Lord” in an alternating pattern that opened up
more poetic options.

3. Some canticles were recast in the second person, but only when there was no
other satisfactory way to rephrase them.



4. The versification, the five-book ordering, and the thirty day reading structure
from the 1979 Prayer Book have all been retained.

5. This is very much a revision of the 1979 services of Morning and Evening Prayer.
Every effort was made to keep the familiar cadences of the poetry, and by
attempting whenever possible to keep the same number of syllables as the ’79
version. In this sense, Prayers for All People does not involve translation work so
much as it attempts to say the same things in a more inclusive manner. This falls
under what is usually referred to as “dynamic equivalence.”

Our thanks go out to all those who have assisted in this process to date, especially the
worshipping community of the chapel of the former General Seminary which, in 2020,
facilitated the beginning of this work because it became clear that the time had come for
inclusive language worship texts. Our thanks also go out to Bishop Matthew Heyd and
Bishop Allen Shin for their support of this project, to the Liturgy Committee of the
Diocese of New York which embraced it, and to others who have assisted in refining the
text. And today, our thanks is extended to all of you, who will now provide your
reflections, thoughts and edit suggestions in order to continue the evolution and
refinement of this manuscript.

And so that we may prepare ourselves in heart and
mind to worship the Lord, let us kneel in silence, and with penitent and obedient hearts
confess our sins, that we may obtain forgiveness by God’s infinite goodness and mercy.

Let us confess our sins against God and our neighbor.
Silence may be kept.

Officiant and people together, all kneeling



Most merciful God,

we confess that we have sinned against you
in thought, word, and deed,

by what we have done,

and by what we have left undone.

We have not loved you with our whole heart;
we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves.
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent.
For the sake of Jesus Christ,

have mercy on us and forgive us;

that we may delight in your will,

and walk in your ways,

to the glory of your Name. Amen.

The Priest alone stands and says

Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through our Lord Jesus
Christ, strengthen you in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in
eternal life.

Alleluia. The Lord is risen indeed: Come let us worship the Lord. Alleluia.

From Ascension Day until the Day of Pentecost

Alleluia. Christ the Lord has ascended into heaven: Come let us worship Christ.
Alleluia.

On the Day of Pentecost

Alleluia. The Spirit of the Lord renews the face of the earth: Come let us worship the
Lord. Alleluia.

On Trinity Sunday

O Holy Trinity, one God: Come let us worship the divine unity.



On other Sundays and weekdays

The earth is the Lord’s: come let us worship the Lord.

or this

Worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness: Come let us worship the Lord.
or this

The mercy of the Lord is everlasting: Come let us worship the Lord.
The Alleluias in the following Antiphons are used only in Easter Season.

Silence may be kept after each Reading. One of the following Canticles is sung or said after each Reading,
following the chart at the end of this Office.
