The 8am service uses Rite I in a spoken format without organ

accompaniment or hymns. The 10am service uses Rite II with musical accompaniment and hymns. Both

services include the Eucharist, lessons, Gospel, and sermon.

Our

community is tight knit and we are able to openly discuss with each other the areas of our lives where we

need support. During COVID, and without a Rector, the EMs made home calls, the Supply Priest made

home and hospital visits, and we established a telephone tree for Sunday mornings.
